What is Envirothon?

The Envirothon is an exciting and fun way for high
school students to learn about the environment. It
combines in-class curriculum with hands-on field
experiences, while demonstrating the role people
have in environmental concerns, like sustainable
agriculture, forest management, soil erosion, water
quality and wildlife management.

Resources are provided to students in topics of
aquatics, forestry, soils, wildlife and a current
environmental topic. The 2025 environmental topic
will be announced later this year.

Students compete as a team consisting of five to six
individuals from the same high school or
organization. Teams are tested in the five subject
areas through written tests, laboratory tests and an
oral presentation.

The Envirothon experience provides students with
the ability to think critically and enhance their
problem solving skills. It gives students the
opportunity to be role models in their community.
Lastly, it prepares student for future careers in
natural resource areas.
